Kannur University Syndicate decided to constitute the combined board of studies of
Philosophy with 10 members (ACADC/ACAD C3/8508/2019 dated 11/8/2021). As per this
order, Dr Sajnesh E V, (Assistant Professor, Department of Philosophy, University of Calicut,
Thenhippalam, Malappuram.)is also a member of the board of studies. Dr. Sajnesh E V is not
an assistant professor in the department of Philosophy of Calicut University as claimed in the
order. In fact he is not a teaching faculty in any of the existing Philosophy departments. In the
previous combined BOS of Philosophy there were only seven members, whereas the BOS of
other disciplines had 10 or 11 members. During that period, the only PG department offering
philosophy under Kannur was the Government Brennen College. There were 3 faculty
members with PhD degree in Brennen College at that time and all three of them were not in
that BOS. What I want to stress is that the inclusion of Dr Sajneesh E V while excluding other
qualified faculty members in our university is not a chance event.

Board of studies is very crucial in ensuring academic quality of any discipline. Such a
casual approach while constituting the board of studies is deplorable. Especially when the
university is going forward with implementing the outcome based teaching learning approach,
it is crucial to have more members from the teaching faculty under Kannur University in the
Board. Hence I request the academic council to reconsider this decision and appoint another
board of studies member replacing Dr Sajnesh E V. I also request the academic council to pass
a resolution to the effect that in future academic norms will be the sole criteria while forming
board of studies.

For career advancement schemes, especially in the event of a PhD being made mandatory for
promotion to Associate Professor posts, and also in view of the significant shortage of PhD
Supervisors, the resolution calls for a reconsideration the regulation of University stipulating

paper publication after Ph.D, to be a research guide.

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BSc Physics and Chemistry students with Computer Science as complementary subject are
currently not considered for the post of High School Teacher.

The budget approved by the Kerala
Legislative Assembly in February 2021 and June 2021 contains proposals for
the progressive reform of the higher education sector and supplementary to the
above subjects. The Kannur University needs to be prepared for democratic
discussions and academic change that will facilitate such activities aimed at
radically reforming the structure, content and academic values of higher
education. The Academic . Council Meeting of the Kannur University welcomes and
commends the Government of Kerala for its diligent efforts in the field of
higher education. The Kannur University extends its full support to the academic
community for these activities.
