Every year, nearly 200
students are taking PG degree in Economics from University teaching Department, 5 govt.
Colleges and 3 aided colleges. Their research opportunities and facilities need to be enhanced
at the University level. The existing pattem of course work for a candidate joining for PhD
is not designed in a usefi.rl way..More over sufficient classes are not conducted due to lack of
funds. If this had been an M.Phil Department, such shortcoming would probably have been
overcome. Teachers who register for guideship should only allotted such research students
who come up with proposals related to the areas of research mentioned in their application or
the areas of research that they have expressed interest in. Or it will substantially affect the
quality of the research. The guide and the student should play an important role in choosing
the research topic. The resolution calls on the University to take necessary steps to address
the above issues and to overcome the general shortcomings in the field of research.

. It is a sad fact that assuring the quality of the question papers of the UG, PG examinations
conducted by Kannur University, is not done in time. Even though Outcome based syllabus
has been introduced, the question paper are prepared without considering it, and hence the
syllabus revision has turned out to be just for a name sake. Insisting on the condition that
answer key should be provided along with the question paper has also adversely affected
the quality of question. The requirement to prepare the answer key along with the question
papers has also adversely affected the quality of the question papers. The practice of
compromising on the quality of questions for ease in preparing answer key has also been
noticed.
There is an urgent need to prepare a question bank on all subjects for Kannur University.
Before preparing the question bank of all the papers, an expert panel should be formed for
each paper and a blueprint should be prepared based on the teaching objectives that each
student should acquire. Implementing a question bank modelled on this blueprint would
eliminate the problem of declining quality of question papers.
A permanent system needs to be put in place to conduct quality auditing of question papers
from time to time. The resolution calls on the university to initiate and expedite such reform
procedures. I
